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Rationale
The School Board has ratified a student dress code for Subiaco Primary students in the aim of:
· Promoting and upholding a positive public image of the school
· Strengthening school identity and team spirit
· Ensuring students are represent our school with pride at various school-related activities
· Supporting equality and inclusivity among the student body

Purpose
This policy aligns with the Department of Education's Dress Code for Students in Public Schools Policy and Procedures. This policy informs parents and outlines the standards for neat and appropriate attire, both during school hours and when students are representing the school outside regular hours. In addition, it details the steps to be taken if students do not comply with the school’s expectations and explains the circumstances for consequences or exemptions. 
Dress Code Guidelines
· By enrolling at the school, both students and parents/caregivers acknowledge and accept the school’s dress code requirements.
· Requests for exemptions or adjustments to the dress code for medical or religious reasons will be considered. To arrange this, parents must schedule a meeting with the principal and receive approval. 
· Students are expected to follow the school’s Sun Smart Policy and take appropriate steps to protect themselves from sun exposure – e.g. wearing broadbrimmed hats, collared shirts, long-sleeved shirts and pants.
· Unless a formal exemption has been granted, all students are required to comply with the dress code.

Winter and Summer Uniform 

· Polo uniform shirt-gold with school logo
· Maroon uniform shorts, skirt or skort
· Uniform dress
· Maroon tracksuit pants 
· Maroon polar-fleece zip jacket with embroidered school logo.
· Maroon leggings, pants or tights
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Footwear
· Sports shoes - joggers or sneakers
· Fitted sandals - low heels and back straps
· School shoes

Cosmetics/Jewellery
· No cosmetics, including nail polish
· No jewellery other than earrings (sleepers or studs) and watches

Hats
· Broad brimmed maroon uniform hat
· No Hat, No Play rule applies all months

Other - Optional
· Faction T-shirts will be available to wear on Fridays and Carnival Days

DRESS CODE - KINDERGARTEN & PRE-PRIMARY
T-shirts, windcheaters and hats are supplied through the Uniform Shop.
Summer
· T-shirts in blue, red and green
· School hat
· Sandals or sneakers with velcro fasteners, if possible, with socks
· Kindergarten/Pre-Primary Bags as available from the Uniform Shop

Winter
· T-shirts as above
· Windcheaters
· Sneakers with velcro fasteners, if possible, with socks
· Kindergarten/Pre-Primary Bags as available from the Uniform Shop

Other Items
· School Backpack
· Library Bag
· Homework Bag
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General
· All items should be named.
· All long hair is to be tied back for health & safety reasons.
· Faction T-shirts will be available to wear on Fridays and Carnival Days.
· Special Year 6 polo uniform shirts are optional.
· A Year 6 Leaver Shirt is available as a memento and can be worn on specific days.

The Principal can approve a variation to the Dress Code to enable religious beliefs to be met and is the final arbiter on what constitutes appropriate dress.

Uniform Supply Information
· All uniform and miscellaneous items (excluding footwear) are available for purchase through the Uniform Shop.
· The Uniform Shop operates online, with orders delivered to classes.
· Pre-loved uniforms can also be purchased at the Uniform School Shop.
Dress Code Non-Compliance
In cases where students do not adhere to the school’s dress code, the following steps will be taken:
· The matter will be discussed with the student by their teacher and/or a member of the school administration.

· Parents/caregivers will be contacted to seek their support and to explore ways to assist the student in meeting the dress code requirements.

Conclusion
The school uniform represents a shared sense of pride and belonging within the Subiaco Primary School community. This dress code policy aligns with the school’s broader expectations regarding student behaviour and sun safety.
Staff, parents, caregivers and students share the responsibility of supporting and promoting this uniform policy to foster an inclusive and cohesive school environment.
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
